¶ Flowers - Kwik Sew 3445 adult xs-xl some will have to 
alter pattern to smaller

Please do not wait to purchase your patterns till the last 
minute.  If you have to have the store order it or if you 
order online it could take a few weeks.  So try to get them 
as soon as possible.  Please keep saving your Joann Fabrics, 
Michaels, and AC Moore coupons to turn in to your 
coordinator or Katina Finks.
