As always, the excitement is building around costumes! 
Please remember that we are all volunteers and please be 
patient :)  If your costume coordinator does not know the 
answer she will find it out.  She will give you all the info you 
need at the first off-ice rehearsal and also thru email.  
Please check with her each week for updates, read the 
newsletter, and check your email.  Your coordinator will be 
contacting you via email this week to introduce themselves 
to you.   Please remember each child is to have only the 
approved costume for each part for the show.  If they do 
not have the approved costume they will not take the ice 
for the show! 
  
Next week on the 25th of October is the first rehearsal.  You 
will need to bring your checkbook to off-ice rehearsal to pay 
for the materials needed to build your costume.  Diane 
Stulman will be collecting the checks and giving you a 
receipt.  If you donΩt know who that is, donΩt worry, she will 
be the one sitting at a table collecting checks!  You will then 
need to take the receipt to your coordinator to pick up the 
materials and give it to your seamstress.  No fabric will be 
handed out until paid for.  I am sorry but we cannot accept 
cash or charge so we need to have a check which serves as a 
record of payment.  Your coordinator will have instructions 
on how the pattern is altered to go along with the pattern 
instructions you purchase.  Please make sure you follow the 
instructions because all the costumes need to look alike.  
Even stone placement is important so please follow 
directions :)

¶ Mice - Kwik Sew 3104 (sizes 8-14) or 3103 (sizes 4-7) 
for unitard and Kwik Sew 3164 for skirt 

¶ Snowflakes - Kwik Sew 3445 (Adult xs-xl) some will 
have to alter the pattern smaller as it doesn't come 
smaller 

¶ Harlequinn dolls - Kwik Sew 3104 (sizes 8-14) or 3103 
(sizes 4-7) for unitard, and Kwik Sew 3164 for skirt 

¶ Flowers - Kwik Sew 3445 adult xs-xl some will have to 
alter pattern to smaller 

¶ Sugar Plums - Kwik sew 3163 (sizes 4-7)

sewingpatterns.com or at a sew/vac store.  There is one in the 
Normandy shopping center on Route 40 in Ellicott City.  Please 
do not wait to purchase your patterns till the last minute.  If 
you have to have the store order it or if you order online it 
could take a few weeks.  So try to get them as soon as 
possible.  Please keep saving your Joann Fabrics, Micheals, and 
AC Moore coupons to turn in to your coordinator or Katina 
Finks.
