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NUTCRACKER COSTUMES            BY KATINA FINKS 

 
Wow, there was a lot of excitement last Sunday as we 
posted the cast list and the costume design sketches!  
Hopefully you got to view the sketches, but if not we will 
post them again this week.  I heard lots of good feedback 
about the costumes.  If you have a party dress you are 
unable to use this year please bring it to your group 
coordinator on the first off-ice rehearsal with your name and 
asking price on it.  If you have a Tea cake please bring it to 
the first rehearsal to be passed on!  We will also be re-using 
the soldier hats so please bring them in as well.  Please save 
your Joannes and Micheals coupons!  They will make 
purchasing embellishments much cheaper!  You can either 
turn them in to your coordinator or to Katina Finks. 
  
I got to meet a lot of new parents with lots of questions last 
Sunday!  So I will try to explain the process that will 
happen over the next few weeks for those of you that still 
have questions.   At the first off-ice rehearsal you will receive 
all the costume info you need to build your child's costume.  
You will also be able to view the prototypes as well.  Each 
child is to have only the approved costume for each part for 
the show. You will be given pattern numbers, fabric, and 
rhinestone info.  You will need to bring a check(s) to the first 
rehearsal to pay for the supplies needed to make the 
costume. Only checks are excepted so please DO NOT  bring 
cash.  Materials/supplies will not be given till they are paid 
for.  To do this you will need to stop by the payment counter 
and see Diane Stulman and get your receipt.  You will then 
take your receipt to your group coordinator to receive the 
supplies.  This will need to be done for all costumes except 
Tea Cakes and Party guest B & C, these will be re-used.  You 
may also want to bring tracing paper for specific pattern 
pieces that may not be included in the general pattern for 
you part (tissue paper or wax paper work too).  Once you 
have received your supplies you may sew the costume 
yourself or hire a seamstress.  It is the parentΩs responsibility 
to find a seamstress.  Information about seamstresses within 
the club can be obtained from your coordinator.  You need 
to check with your coordinator each week to see if there are 
updates.   Also sometimes there will be group specific 
updates in the newsletter about costumes so please check 
that each week.  We are getting our costume coordinators 
lined up and the names of the coordinators will be posted in 
the newsletter as soon as we can.  It is the responsibility of 
the parents of each skater to obtain the information needed 
from their costume coordinator once assigned.    
   
SOLOISTS: 
Costume design sketches are due by October 25th from your 
seamstress!  Please be sure to have yours turned in!

Our Nutcracker on Ice performance time is 60 minutes. 
During this short period of time, we have over 120 skaters, 
27 groups, and (unless you are new to the show) most 
skaters have signed up for multiple parts. It may feel 
overwhelming at times, and it will definitely get chaotic, but 
we promise you it will be a show to remember! 
 
So how many costumes are we talking about for show? We 
are estimating around 200 costumes will be brought into the 
rink to be changed into, photographed, and  worn on ice the 
weekend of Show!   
 
Our creative Costume Director, Katina Finks, along with Ms. 
Pat is hard at work designing the costumes, and finalizing 
the costume coordinator list for each part. Once the 
coordinator list is announced, each coordinator will contact 
everyone in her group about their costume. Please save any 
questions you have for your coordinator, and avoid 
approaching Katina too soon about your costume.  We have 
yet to have someone not have their costume ready for the 
show, so no worries!
