Dear Skaters and Families: 
 
Great job last week to everyone.  

Attendance was one of the best weeks ever and off -ice went 
smoothly.  We had some technical glitches at the start of on-
ice but in the end all went well!   
  
So now what?  Well it is all in the details at this point.  Off-ice 
time will be focused on just that, details and more details.  
Finishing touches and final finishes! :) 
  
And then it is off to dress rehearsal.  Without exception all 
should be arriving at the rink in their costume (ACT 1 if they 
have more than one), with hair done and make up on ready 
to skate at 5:15.  Snacks should also be done as we do not 
want food and drinks in the locker rooms or warming rooms.   
  
The key to a successful Sunday will be Attendance and being 
Prepared!  It will feel hectic! Unlike spring show we have 
much less time to actually practice and we don't have lights 
and frankly, at dress rehearsals we usually have less 
volunteers available as they are multitasking with other 
priorities of the moment!   So again, we will focus on ensuring 
our skaters, their choreography, the costumes are all ready to 
go so the skaters  take the ice on show weekend feeling 
prepared and confident.  Show promises to be exciting with 
quite an array of wonderful skating by all levels and all ages.   

  
Speaking of exciting, show is also a memorable experience 
and should be shared with everyone you know.  Whether it is 
your first, last or 7th it is always fun to watch so please be 
sure to get yourself tickets to at least one show and invite 
your friends and family as well.   Remember, we want those 
stands FULL!    On the memory side, feel free to document it 
all by taking picutres but NO FLASH photography.  Also, 
videos are allowed from the stands but we will have Ken 
Pfeifer back in the hockey boxes recording one show each of 
the red/green cast.  He will edit the shows and offer for sale a 
wonderful DVD following the holidays.  Space in the hockey 
boxes is reserved for our audience members requiring special 
accommodations as well as those supporting the production 
(e.g, our videographer, and our volunteer photographers, our 
sound and lighting engineers, and artistic directors). 
  

It is hard to believe that with the Nutcracker show upon us 
that it is time to think about SPRING SHOW but some will be  
very soon.  Show Participation contracts have been sent out 
and need to be returned to ensure you are considered in 
casting which begins immediately following the holidays.  The 
show is Festival of Music and will feature a medley of themes 

and music ranging from Sesame Street to Cirque de Soleil!  It 
will truly have something for everyone.   
  
Coming up soon are the deadlines for turning in testing 
applications so don't wait too long.  Work with your coaches 
now to see if your skater will be taking advantage of the 
January test session.  
  
While we are taking a break from the kids spotlight section 
until show is over, we promise a speedy return to one of our  
favorite weekly highlights.   
  
The board meets on December 15th so if you have any topics, 
issues etc.... to be discussed please bring it to the attention of 
your board ambassador for inclusion.  
  
The Chesapeake Skating School has an Ensemble Theater on 
Ice team that qualified to compete in the first ever WORLDS 
Theater on Ice Competition in France in April 2010.  
Seventeen of our club members skate on this team (The 
Sapphires) and are raising funds for the trip.  One of the 
things they are doing is a Gift Card offering that allows you to 
purchase/order selected gift cards and the companies give a 
percentage back to the Sapphire Team.  So if you were 
planning on giving some gift cards over the holidays consider 
doing so through this program.  Details and an order form 
were distributed separately.

Dress Rehearsal General Information 

¶ ENTER/EXIT signs will be posted on doors to 

warming room - please make sure YOU and your 

skater use the proper doors. This will avoid accidents 

happening to our skaters (especially the younger 

ones) as they enter and exit the warming room. 

¶ Skaters are expected to come to dress rehearsal in 

full costume, make-up/hair.  

¶ Skaters should be ready with skates on by 5:15 PM.  

¶ [ŀōŜƭ ŀƭƭ ƛǘŜƳǎ ǿƛǘƘ ȅƻǳǊ ǎƪŀǘŜǊΩǎ ƴŀƳŜΣ ŀƴŘ ƭŀǳƴŘǊȅ 

baskets MUST be used to store all items. Anyone 

bringing a skate bag will be asked to leave the bag in 

the lobby.  

¶ Please (if possible) feed your skater before you 

arrive, or bring snacks for them eat during rehearsal. 

Pretzels, carrot sticks, cheese sticks, and water will 

be the only foods   allowed in locker rooms and 

warming room. 

¶ Locker rooms are for changing costumes only --- so 

please instruct your skater to wait in warming room 

after they have finished changing.  

¶ Skaters with multiple parts are expected to go 

through all costume changes. 
 

Show Preparation  
V Arrive 1 hour before show 

V Schedule skate sharpening  before show and 

make sure skates are clean 

V Make sure you have skating tights without 

runs or snags, Bring extra pair 

V Check makeup and hair supply (no bobbie 

pins ς costume coordinators will be checking 

hair and makeup before show) 

V Bring extra costumes and accessories on 

hangers to keep them off the floor and take 

care not to forget your skates! 

V Bring safety pins 

V Leave valuables at home 

V Bring a bathrobe to wear over your costume 

to keep it clean and keep you warm 

V Parking ς As a courtesy to our audience, we 

ask ALL CFSC members participating in show 

to park in the FOOD LION parking lot. 

V If you are in need of Handicap assistance for 

the shows, please let us know as soon as 

possible so we can accommodate your 

request. 
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WILL CALL PROCEDURE        BY COLLEEN TERPOS 

 We are happy to hand out tickets as a service to our show 
families, but we do not accept money.  If your friend or 
neighbor owes you money for the tickets, please collect 
from them separately!  If you have tickets that you would 
like placed in will call please follow the procedure below: 

1.  We accept Saturday will call tickets on Saturday and 
Sunday tickets on Sunday.  Please do not give us Sunday 
tickets on Saturday. 
2.   Put the tickets in an envelope and seal it.  Write the 
name of the person who will be picking the tickets up on 
the outside of the envelope with the day and time of the 
show. 
3.  Give them to Colleen Terpos in the lobby!   
4.  Tell your friends/family to ask for the tickets as they 
enter the lobby!

The Nutcracker is a success each year because of the hard 
work and dedication of our skaters and the volunteer 
efforts of our families.  Every family needs to help these 
next two weekends to make our show great.  Please look 
for the sign-up sheets during off-ice and on-ice rehearsal.  
We especially need volunteers for the following tasks: 
 

1.  Bring oversized cardboard boxes to the rink to become 
presents under the Christmas tree during the show.  
Parents are needed to collect and wrap the boxes to look 
like presents. 
 

2.  Dark paper has to be cut to cover all of the windows at 
the rink for the show.  We will need help measuring and 
cutting this Sunday for the rink to put up the paper next 
Saturday morning. 
 

3.  We need female adults to help in each of the dressing 
rooms during the shows to assist the skaters with costume 
changes and tying skates.  If everyone helps with even just 
one show there will be enough volunteers so that other 
parents can watch the show. 
 

4.  Sally Yasenka still needs help publicizing the show.  Have 
your child wear their costumes to the rink during group 
lessons.

 For veterans you may recognize my pre show "veiled panic" 
disguised as a gentle reminder to get your tickets purchased 
soon.   For new members you may say why rush?  Well, 
essentially every year I "worry" about sales and we always sell 
out and we end up with  upset members who we can't see a 
show as seating is maxed out at 400 per show.    Bottom line is 
all of you are putting in time and money for something your 
skater really wants to do and deserves to do for a sold out 
crowd in all four shows.  We love to have too many people 
wanting to come to show and in the past that has been the case 
with the Nutcracker.   HOWEVER, I don't want to rest on our 
laurels or history and we see that many members have yet to 
buy any tickets, so please remember we ask all families to 
sell/buy a minimum of 12 tickets.  Share the magic of our show 
with your friends and families and be sure to enjoy it yourself!

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NUTCRACKER COSTUMES               BY KATINA FINKS 
 

Costumes - Katina Finks: 
Dress rehearsal!!  Please have hair done how it is specified 
below.  Remember to have your make-up done as well, with 
blue or brown shadow, heavy blush, and red lipstick.   It is a 
good idea to have a tide stick and ponds wipes in each childΩs 
basket for dress rehearsal and show days.  They are great for 
cleaning up make-up accidents.  There have been many lipstick 
accidents in the locker room and it comes out easily with a tide 
stick.  Also itΩs great to have extra triangle clips and hairnets.  
Please remember the eating and drinking rules apply whenever 
the costumes are worn.  This means only pretzels, carrots, 
cheese sticks, and water are to be eaten in that costume.        
  

Hair specifications:  
All Party Guests- the same hair as your second act part 
Mice- low ponytail (or low bun for flowers) and headpiece 
Soldiers- low ponytail and soldier hat 
Snowflakes- low bun with headpiece 
Spanish dancers - low bun with rose 
Arabians- low ponytail with headpiece 
Chinese dancers- two buns with hair ties 
Teacakes- low ponytail with hat 
Harlequin dolls- low ponytail and hat 
Flowers- low bun with poinsettia  
Pas De- low bun 
Sugar Plums- low ponytail and crown 
  

Remember , there is a NO BOBBY PIN rule. 
  

Mice- headpieces will be made at off -ice practice.  All parents 
are required to make their own.  Sorry for the delay. 
Spanish- rose barrette materials need to be picked up to 
assemble please see Katina for the materials. 
Harlequin dolls-  please see your coordinator to get your mask.
