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 SPRING SHOW COSTUMES             BY KATINA FINKS 

Please, Please, Please bring in the old costumes we want to 
re-use in the Cirque number!  Clean out those closets and 
sell those old costumes! 

Today we will collect money from some of the groups for 
costume materials.  The groups are Blue birds, Carmen, 
Starlight Express, FanFair, Beethoven, and Flower Drum.   
Please see Diane Stulman with a check made out to CFSC for 
your materials.  Don't know who she is yet? She will be the 
one sitting at the table writing out receipts for the payments. 
:)  She will have a list for how much each part costs.  After 
you see Diane and get your receipt, you then need to take 
your receipt to your coordinator to pick up the fabric.  You 
can sew your own costume or hire a seamstress.  All 
costumes must be made to match the prototypes and are 
the only approved costumes. Costumes that are NOT 
approved will NOT be allowed on the ice.  Please take 
pictures of the costume so that you have every detail for 
your seamstress.  You are responsible for getting the details 
to your seamstress, so please forward your seamstress the 
email updates pertaining to costume design changes etc. The 
pattern numbers for the costumes are listed below.  I will 
add more to the list as I finalize them.  Some costumes 
require pieces of a pattern to be traced as that piece has 
been handmade.  Please bring tracing paper to off-ice to 
copy them.   

Some designs are still in the preliminary stages.  Please be 
patient while the costume committee finalizes things. There 
are some costumes that we are looking for from previous 
shows below.  If you have one of these costumes please 
bring them to off-ice Sunday labeled with your name and 
asking price and give it to Katina.  We will hold these 
costumes till the 3rd rehearsal, at which time we will assess 
the sizes and see who has the better fit.   If we need to make 
more, we will order fabric at that time.  Please watch the 
newsletter for the date and time of the fitting for those 
costumes.
