They can recommend someone to you 
within the club. You can sew your own costume or hire a 
seamstress.  All costumes must be made to match the 
prototypes and are the only approved costumes. Costumes 
that are NOT approved will NOT be allowed on the ice.

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GLIDE WITH PRIDE                     BY WENDE JONES 
 

This week will continue to run Glide with Pride groups as 
possible during various show numbers.  As you may have 
noticed during the last two weeks, we are calling all skaters 
interested in Glide with Pride instructions and then breaking 
the larger group into sets of 4-5 skaters.   This week we will 
use the same format. 
      

Please help your skater notice when groups are being 
formed for Glide with Pride practices and encourage them to 
skate over to the far end (clock end) of the ice. During 
various numbers during the show we will make 
announcements that we are running classes. (During Grease 
and Starlight Express rehearsal time, there will NOT be any 
Glide with Pride classes.)  We will then spilt the participating 
skaters according to their group. In addition to working on 
Glide with Pride skills, we will work with skaters on aspects 
of the show and choreography. 
      

Additionally, please help your skaters understand that show 
practice 'counts' more than Glide with Pride and remind 
them not to skate across center ice (on the stage) to get to 
the Glide with Pride classes.  As more scenery moves onto 
the ice and as we move closer to the Spring Show, the 
availability of ice to safely run the Glide with Pride classes 
will decrease.  When it becomes unsafe, we will stop Glide 
With Pride.
