Last week was the first on-ice rehearsal for our Spring 
Show (and we did not run Glide with Pride.)  Hopefully, 
this week off of Glide with Pride allowed the skaters to 
focus on the show and learning how spring show rehearsal 
will work.  An added bonus was seeing some of the core 
choreography and allowing the instructors of the Glide 
with Pride program to learn specific 'moves' to work on 
within the classes to best facilitate the show.  
  

This week (weather permitting) we WILL run Glide with 
Pride.  To help with planning purposes during Grease and 
Cirque rehearsal times there will NOT be any classes run.  
This means that very likely in the middle of the ice time 
we will take a pause for the Glide with Pride classes.  
Additionally, to help with planning, we plan to run the 
classes in order of increasing level. 
 

We will start the classes at 515pm and we will run the 
classes as follows:  Red, Blue, Green, Yellow, Light and 
Dark Pink, Light and Dark Purple, Orange and Turquiose.

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Parents, Know the Stuff

Now that there are new parents in the club, Iôm here to inform you about the jumps that the kids do on the ice!  Now you can 

amaze your kids by talking to them about their jumps! 

 

Waltz Jump- Itôs the jump that takes off from forwards.  Itôs the only one, so itôs easy to remember. 

 

Salchow- This one usually has a three turn (you turn to backwards) and the leg goes around half a circle  

and you jump. 

 

Loop-  This jump can take off from the landing of another jump.  Your left foot should be in front of your right, either in the air 

(bent in a 90 degree angle) or on the ice (making a line with your right and left feet).  

 You bend your legs and jump up. 

 

Toe Loop- This looks nothing like a loop.  This is the jump other than the loop that can take off from the landing of another 

jump.  Basically, you toe in with left foot (for most kids) and draw  

your right foot in and jump up. 

 

Flip - No, you do not do a flip.  In this one, you toe in with your right foot (again, only for most kids) and pull your left foot in 

and jump.  It takes off from an inside edge. 

 

Lutz - Most of the times, you jump it in a corner.  Like the flip jump, you toe in with your right foot and drag your left foot in.  If 

you look really carefully, it will take off from an outside edge. 

 

Axel- Probably the most famous jump.  All it really is is a waltz jump that turns one and a half revolutions  

in the air. 

 

Thatôs all the basic jumps!  They turn into doubles and triples.
